Menasha Packaging was recently named the 2008 Large Manufacturer   of the Year by the Fox 

Cities Chamber of Commerce and Industry. The changes implemented over the last four years 

have positioned Menasha as a leader in their industry and provided  

organic growth in a shrinking market. The President of Menasha Packaging cites a few key drives 

which have made this happen; Lean is credited with being one of those key drivers.

Weôve received several questions about how to register more than one person for a Professional Development Meeting through our new website so 

I wanted to take a couple minutes to show you how itôs done. 

 

First, youôll need to go to our website www.apicsfv.org .  On the left side of the screen, under the heading ñCalendar of Eventsò, click on ñDinner 

Meetings (PDMs)ò.  Click on the sign up button for the PDM youôd like to attend.  If youôve already registered for a PDM on the computer youôre 

using, your name and information will come up.  If you havenôt, youôll need to do a very quick search for your profile.  Youôll need to enter your 

name and the system should do the rest.  If youôre not currently a member, no need to worry.  The system will walk you through the process of 

setting up a profile.  Once your profile is set up, just follow the directions on the screen to complete your PDM registration.   

 

Once youôve registered, you can register your friends and co-workers by following the same steps above.  However, when your profile is brought 

up this time, youôll need to click on the sign in link just to the right of your name that says ñ(Not you? sign in)ò.  From the next screen youôll be 

able to enter the first and last names of the next person you want to register.
